Report from the June meeting of 

Provincial Chapter 
 
Members of Chapter met at St Columba‟s House, 
Woking and were delighted to welcome into our midst 
Philippa Bird, the new Provincial Novice Guardian, 
who now takes on this responsibility in succession to 
Stuart Ballard – to whom many thanks. 
 
Yet again in our discussions and prayers we were 
made aware of the global nature of the Third Order, 
with members in five provinces from Africa to 
Zimbabwe. Particular prayers are needed by 
Christians in general and Franciscans in particular 
who live in countries with difficult communal and 
political circumstances. 
 
Tertiaries will be made aware by their area teams of 
the main points and decisions that emerged from this 
meeting of Chapter, and it is hoped these will be 
disseminated as quickly as is feasible. The Provincial 
Secretary and Communications Coordinator are 
going to be looking at ways of presenting a yearly 
digest of these decisions to the membership, so that 
you can keep track. What was a reasonable way of 
organising 800 people some twenty years ago, is not 
very efficient today – decisions and situations are not 
always able to be conveyed to everyone easily, and 
we feel that it is important that those people who are 
accountable to you for the good running of the Order, 
ie the Trustees of the Charity which is the Third 
Order, and the members of Provincial Chapter 
(effectively the same people) should have their 
decisions relayed to you as efficiently as possible.  
 
You have elected members of Chapter to office. 
There is a call for nominations for the role of Minister 
Provincial. Chapter hopes that you will prayerfully 
consider whether you could be this person. Then 
there will be a ballot to elect from among the 
candidates. It is hoped that unlike most national 
elections, all the membership of the Order will cast 
their vote. Principally because all professed members 
have a duty to share in the running of the Province, 
and also because if you don‟t vote, you then can‟t 
really complain about decisions taken on your behalf. 
Harsh,but in my humble opinion, true. 
 
Our Bishop Protector, Michael Perham, joined us on 
the Saturday and having spoken with us and 
answered questions on what the Church expects of 
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the Third Order today, presided at the Eucharist. A 
recent Third Order News gave a synopsis of Bishop 
Michael‟s address to the Bromsgrove Cluster Day last 
year, and he based his talk to us on that. He has also 
offered to make himself available for a day or two 
each year to the Third Order, as distinct from SSF, 
CSF, or CSCl  – not quite to do with as we please, 
but so that we can make best use of his role as 
Protector for us.  
 
Some highlights 
 

¶ Calls for nomination to Province-wide elected 
roles, and subsequent ballot papers if 
required, will be sent out to every professed 
Tertiary by email. This might appear 
“extravagant”, but it will enable us to fulfil our 
obligations to ensure every professed 
member is enfranchised in accordance with 
our obligations as a Charity. 

 

¶ The Provincial address and intercession list 
will be forwarded by email to anyone within 
the Order who asks. It is not going to be 
made available through the website, as we 
don‟t have a secure area. 

 

¶ Br Martin SSF compiles the rota for 
Chaplaincy at Freeland from among the 
sisters and brothers of the First Order. They 
are now looking towards filling gaps in 
2009/2010 from among the Third Order. If 
you are a priest, male or female, and would 
be able to offer a week or two to the 
Community at Freeland, please make your 
offer to Sr Alison OSC, the guest sister. 

 

¶ The revised Daily Office SSF: this will now be 
available from Easter 2010, slightly later than 
planned. The price is envisaged at £20. 

 

¶ There is to be a spiritual direction course run 
at Compton Durville for members of the Third 
Order who would like to become Spiritual 
Directors for other Tertiaries – unlike some 
diocesan courses. Most of the costs of this 
will be borne by the Province, and some 
subsistence costs for participants might also 
be provided, if there is need. More details 
about this will be made available as we go 
along. 

 

¶ The Formation Team are going to consider 
how best to keep the Day of Penitence in 
September within the Order. 

 

¶ Franciscan Spirituality by Brother Ramon 
SSF has been reprinted and copies will be 
available from the usual outlets 

 

¶ Sets of our leaflets for enquirers will be sent 
to each diocesan vocations officer or their 
equivalent in the British Isles. 

 

Many other matters were discussed, of course; space 
doesn‟t permit the luxury of sharing everything. 
Members prayed, ate, chatted and laughed together, 
as well as talking seriously about matters of 
importance to the order. The global was as equally 
important as the local and the personal. And we give 
thanks to God for Francis, Clare and the entire 
Franciscan family. Laus Deo. 
 
Provincial Chapter next meets in Ely on 17th to 19th 
October, where we will be joined by the Ministers 
Provincial of the First Order and the Abbess of the 
Second Order.

On entering a church 
Some time ago I was being shown the local church 
by two Tertiaries.  As we got just inside the door I 
noticed they were praying very quietly and asked 
them what prayer they were saying. Rather surprised, 
they said: “Oh the prayer Francis used of course, „We 
adore you, most holy, Lord Jesus Christ, here and in 
all your churches throughout the world, and we bless 
you, because by your holy cross you have redeemed 
the world.‟”  For years I have made the sign of the 
cross on entering a church but had never said the 
obvious prayer and wondered how many members of 
our Order do it. Do you?  
             The prayer comes from the Testament of St 
Francis which he wrote in October 1226 and is 
adapted from a liturgical formula used from ancient 
times on Good Friday: “We adore you, O Christ, and 
we bless you because by your cross you have 
redeemed the world.” We use it daily, of course, as 
the opening prayer of the Community Obedience. I 
suggest we use it as an entering prayer this summer 
especially when we visit churches on holiday. It has 
changed my attitude completely from tourist to 
pilgrim.

Engaging Spirituality  
 
At the end of May, 180 people from various Christian 
traditions gathered at Swanwick for Engaging 
Spirituality. It was the first time Churches Together in 
England and the Roman Catholic Diocese of 
Nottingham had held a joint annual conference.     
We had opportunities to experience different 
traditions of worship. On Saturday morning I opted for 
the Free Church celebration of Holy Communion. It 
featured a sung, metrical Eucharistic prayer and 
excellent address on the Visitation Feast. Early 
Sunday morning I took a walk round the lakes before 
attending the RC Mass. 
Plenty of workshops to choose two from: African 
Dance; Prayer Walk; Juggling (3 balls); Art 
Appreciation; Uses of Silence; Rosary; Justice & 
Peace; Spirituality of Iona; Spirituality in the 
Workplace; etc. I went for „Buried Spirituality‟ (= 
relating to Young People & their Spirituality) and „Post 
Christendom‟. Both workshops linked with the major 
issues of the keynote speeches..  
In the first, Andrew Graystone, Director of the 
Churches Media Council, introduced us to the weird 
(and wonderful/dangerous?) world of „second life‟ in 
virtual reality, a place of random connections and 
infinite choice where „anything goes‟. Members of 
virtual churches are completely anonymous, never 
meet in the flesh and have no means of verifying 
what members say about themselves. Andrew asks: 
Is the church ready for the digital revolution? How 
does it affect our spirituality? Media providers and 
users need to contract for integrity and truth on both 
sides. Spirituality is about making connections 
between ourselves and God. 
Nigel Pimlott spoke of the discovery of a lost tribe: 
nobody could communicate with them as there was 
no common language. Many people, especially 
parents, often feel that way about young people. 
Again, it‟s about making connections so as to 
appreciate their spirituality. 
On Sunday Fr Ken O‟Riordan and the Revd Dr David 
Cornick agreed that the spirituality we share is the 
place where the core of our differences is resolved. 
It‟s what enables us to point others to what our 
generous God is doing in our midst. 
A great thing about Swanwick is that, however full the 
programme appears to be, there‟s always both space 
for solitary reflection and also the opportunity to listen 
to each others‟ stories, whether it‟s in formal 
sessions, at meals, over coffee or walking round 
those scenic grounds.

             THE KINDLY FACE OF ISLAM 

 
At a meeting of the London West Area, held on 
Saturday 21

st
 June on the theme of Inter-faith 

dialogue, the principal speaker was Shahid Akmal. 
He is a very interesting man. 
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A Punjabi by birth Shahid was previously a Senior 
Inspector of Taxes in the Inland Revenue. His last job 
there was the UK Manager for the IT Help Desk, 
managing over 350 people in 6 different locations in 
the UK, servicing over 85,000 computers and nearly 
60,000 staff. He has since founded and now runs a 
management and consultancy company called 
Exquisitus Ltd. that specialises in Diversity and 
Islamic Cultural Awareness training.  
 
He has trained many of the UK‟s leading 
organizations and companies including the NHS, 
Metropolitan Police and the Greater London 
Authority. Shahid has recently been consulting for Al-
Hijrah Trust UK, an international educational charity 
that runs schools, colleges and other projects, 
especially for Muslim children. He is a member of the 
UK Interfaith Network has delivered talks to 
audiences of all faith (and non-faith) backgrounds in 
the UK and abroad. He is regularly the Muslim 
contributor to the Jewish/Christian/Muslim  '3 Faith 
Forum'. He serves on the Harrow Metropolitan Police 
Consultative Committee and was the Muslim 
contributor at the commemorative service for Diana, 
the Princess of Wales at Peterborough Cathedral. 
 
In his talk Shahid explained the foundations of the 
Muslim faith and portrayed it as a beneficent and 
tolerant religion, with many features in common with 
Christianity and Judaism, and broadly tolerant of 
both. This is in marked contrast with the approach of 
some notable tertiaries – such as Patrick Sookhdeo 
who runs the Barnabas Fund and Caroline 
(Baroness) Cox. Both of these speak from first-hand 
knowledge of the sufferings of Christian in Muslim 
lands and with a strong track record in alleviating 
them. They emphasize how modern radicalism, as 
seen in the UK, is rooted in an intolerant strand of 
early and classical Islam that has been carried 
through over the centuries in various forms. This has 
been strengthened in recent decades by the global 
resurgence of Islam and in the UK by 
multiculturalism, among other factors. 
 
We need to understand both points of view. Shahid is 
an excellent and persuasive ambassador for Muslim 
culture and faith. From his performance in Fulham 
last Saturday we can warmly recommended to any 
tertiary group.

PRACTICAL COMPASSION FOR DESTITUTE  

CHILDREN (PCDC) 
 
Rev Malcolm Jones asks us to pray for this work with 
destitute children. 
 
PCDC is a small faith ministry to children whose lives 
are caught up in a lethal mix of violence and poverty. 
I founded Practical Compassion for Destitute 
Children in 1995 and it was registered as a charity 
with the Charity Commission in 1998. I began by 
serving two children in Bethlehem in one family, then 
four in another. Now we are a team of eight people 
dedicated to serving children in destitution in the area 
around Bethlehem. We now support 248 children and 
work in 24 schools and three universities. My job is 
co-ordinator. That means I know each of those 
children and their needs, and I link them with people 
round the world who want to help by sponsoring 
them. Help is hands on and practical. We pay our 
own expenses so all donations are given 100% to the 
children's needs. We are, I am told, well-known, 
much loved and greatly trusted in and around 
Bethlehem. We work on both sides of the divide, with 
Israelis and Palestinians, and are respected by 
Christians, Muslims and Jews. We help all children, 
regardless of their faith or origins, equally. We were 
given a British Rotary Award in 2001 for this work. In 
2006 we were awarded a special award from Hope 
School in Bethlehem for 10 years of work there. This 
year I was given (but accepted it only in the name of 
the PCDC Team) an International Service above Self 
award, which is prestigious, and last month we were 
given a special award from the Lutheran Church to 
mark our service to two children's homes run by the 
Lutheran Church in Beit Jala, Bethlehem. Anyone can 

sponsor a child. It costs £10 per month or whatever 
people can afford. We take no expenses so every 
penny is put in that child's account. We are linked to 
Franciscan Aid, of which I am a trustee.
